
Ag and Natural Resources offers diagnostic and educational
components which benefit the local economy. Services included
evaluation of 200 peanut samples, 2,019 soil samples and hosting four
crop production meetings. 4-H cultivates skills in literacy, leadership,
communication and civic engagement. Of the 383 students enrolled in
4-H, 57 attended camps, 37 participated in District Project
Achievement and two became state board members. The Healthier
Together program increased food access and opportunities for
physical activity by supporting three school garden sites and two local
food pantries, with over 5,000 educational face-to-face contacts.
