
In 2023, Seminole County Extension participated in Heritage Day at
Seminole County Elementary School. The 4-H and ANR agents set up
exhibits and spoke to over 500 kindergarten through fifth grade
students. The 4-H agent spoke to students about livestock, such as
cattle and chickens, and allowed them to get up close and see live
animals. The ANR agent gave a presentation on peanuts and their
importance to the Georgia economy. Students were also able to
‘harvest’ peanuts. Students learned the value of agriculture and its
impact in Seminole County and the state of Georgia.
