
Walker County Agriculture and Natural Resource supported citizens
and the agricultural community with educational efforts reaching
5,083 clients. ANR provides classes, farm and site visits, commodity
meetings, soil, forage and water testing and results interpretation,
field days, and festivals.  More than 1,400 Walker County 4-H’ers
participated in public speaking, livestock projects, shooting sports,
community service and summer camps. The 4-H robotics program
includes a robotics club and competitive robotics teams. The team
competed at the 2023 VEX Robotics World Championship. The
Expanded Food and Nutrition Education Program educated 46 adults
and 114 youth about diet quality, food budgeting, food safety and
physical activity.
